
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
A fun way to learn about the Cooperative Program of Southern Baptists is to play “Cooperative      
Program Football.” Use the following rules to play this game. 
 
1. The game is designed to be played indoors or out. 
2. The game can be played with adults, youth, and older children. Divide into two teams. 
3. To prepare for the game, all players should spend some time studying the “Cooperative  Program 

Facts” listed on page 2. Questions (passes) and answers (yardage gained in increments of 10) will 
be based on these facts. When a team is playing “defense” they may be studying the facts. This 
will make the game move more quickly and will give players the satisfaction of getting more 
“yardage.” 

4. When the players have a wide age range, be sure that ages are equally distributed between both 
teams. 

5. The playing area is arranged like a miniature football field. To start, the player on the offense 
[Team A] takes their place on the 20 yard line to answer a question. Players advance 10 yards by 
answering the question correctly. The leader (referee) or a person from the opposing team (coach) 
will ask the questions. 

6. The entire team [Team A] lines up on the 20 yard line. The first player on the team answers the 
first question. If answered correctly, the team advances 10 yards. The second player on the team 
answers the next question. If answering correctly the team advances another 10 yards. The team 
proceeds as you move through each player, advancing 10 yards with each answer until you cross 
the goal line and score. Seven (7) points for each touchdown will be counted [there will be no extra 
points]. 

7. In the event a player answers a question incorrectly, the opposing team [Team B] may attempt to 
recover the fumble by answering the question correctly. If the player answers correctly Team B 
takes over on the yard marker where the opposing team missed the question. Team B then pro-
ceeds with attempts to score as stated above. If one team misses four (4) questions in a row and the 
opposing team does not recover the fumble, Team A must punt to Team B and they start on the 20 
yard line. 

8. The player has 20 seconds to answer each question or the opposing team may attempt a fumble 
recovery.  

9. No hints or suggestions can be given from the sidelines. However, teams are encouraged to cheer 
for players who have just made advancement in yardage or touchdown. This will help build team 
spirit.  

10. The length of the game may be determined by the number of touchdowns to be allowed or by a 
time limit.  

(A learning activity for older children, youth, and adults) 
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1. The motive of the Cooperative Program goes 
back to the New Testament. Jesus told his fol-
lowers to take his message of salvation to the 
whole world. 

2. Early Baptists had little mission work going on. 
Most offerings were for local objects, such as 
the pastor’s salary and building upkeep. Then 
William Carey in England led Baptists to start 
the first overseas mission program. 

3. Baptists soon supported mission agencies and 
institutions. Agents solicited funds from local 
churches, but the one with the greatest emotional 
appeal usually got the most money. 

4. Southern Baptists adopted one of the great char-
ters of their destiny, the Cooperative Program in 
May 1925, during their annual convention in 
Memphis, Tennessee. 

5. States were asked to cooperate. Agencies and 
boards were requested not to conduct special 
fund-raising campaigns; designated giving was 
discouraged. A new day had begun for Southern 
Baptists. 

6. The work of the International Mission Board, 
with its more than 5,100 missionaries working 
with more than 1,170 people groups, and the 
work of the North American Mission Board with 
5,153 missionaries who are committed to shar-
ing Christ throughout the U.S., Canada, and the 
U.S. territories, are supported through the Coop-
erative Program. 

7. The Cooperative Program supports six seminar-
ies: Golden Gate, CA; Midwestern, MO; New 
Orleans, LA; Southeastern, NC; Southern, KY; 
and Southwestern, TX. 

8. The Christian Ethics & Religious Liberty Com-
mission helps Baptists become more aware of 
the ethical and moral implications of the gospel. 

9. The SBC Executive Committee is made up of 
pastors and laypeople elected from all states re-
lated to the Southern Baptist Convention; and it 
carries out the instructions of the Convention, 
including the distribution of SBC Cooperative 
Program funds to the agencies.  

10. Guidestone serves more than 175,000 people 
worldwide through its retirement and relief pro-
grams. 

11. The ministries of the South Carolina Baptist 
Convention and other state conventions depend 
on Cooperative Program funds. 

12. State papers, like “The Baptist Courier,” inform 
Baptists about mission causes and are supported 
through state Cooperative Program funds. 

13. In South Carolina, college students were pro-
vided opportunities for higher education in a 
Christ-centered environment at three Baptist col-
leges: Anderson University, Charleston Southern 
University, and North Greenville University. 

14. The Cooperative Program supports the many 
children cared for by the Connie Maxwell Chil-
dren’s Home.  

15. Through Cooperative Program gifts, SC Baptist 
Ministries for the Aging was able to operate two 
homes (Bethea Baptist Retirement Community 
and Martha Franks Baptist Retirement Center) 
to care for hundreds of deserving, frail, and eld-
erly in need of a Christian home.  

16. The Cooperative Program has broadened the 
view of Southern Baptists by enabling them to 
see all the causes they support, instead of just a 
few. 

17. The Cooperative Program assures fair distribu-
tion of funds to all causes. Funds are allocated 
according to need and by vote of the people. 
Agencies can plan ahead because they know 
how much money is being allocated to their min-
istry. 

18. The Cooperative Program keeps up with South-
ern Baptist progress. Since 1925, Cooperative 
Program receipts have multiplied many times. 

19. The Cooperative Program enables your church 
to partner with thousands of other churches in 
fulfilling the mission of the church. 

20. The Cooperative Program helps you to fulfill a 
part of your responsibility as a missionary by 
enabling you to participate in every Southern 
Baptist mission cause. 

21. Almost 83 years later, the Cooperative Program 
has become the most expansive, efficient, and 
effective way of reaching people and supporting 
missions.
