Karl Marx was
right: Religion is the sigh of the oppressed creature...
the opiate of the people.”

THE GOD OF THE BIBLE CHOOSES THE POOR
“Listen my dear brothers: Has not God chosen those who are poor in the eyes of the world to be rich in faith
and to inherit the Kingdom he promised those who love him?” James 2:5

1. Fact of Christianity: God CHAMPIONS the poor
1 Corinthians 1:20-31

2. Present Day Reality: God is the CHOICE of the poor
“O God, you provided for the poor” Psalm 68:10

BUT WHY DO THE POOR CHOOSE GOD...

1. The message of the Bible is EMPOWERING
“The message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it
is the power of God.” 1 Corinthians 1:18

2. The message of the Bible gives HOPE
“Jesus said to them, 'l tell you the truth, tax collectors and prostitutes are entering the kingdom of God
ahead of you...” Matthew 21:31

3. The message of the Bible MAKES SENSE
“The brother in humble circumstances ought to take pride in his high position. But the one who is rich
should take pride in his low position.” James 1:9-10

4. They more easily recognize their NEED FOR HELP
