We will
also have atent set up at each location staffed with volunteers that can counsel with the bikers who have more questions or need
more information on what to do next. Out of the 4,000 that were shared with at the Sturgis Rally last August, 870 prayed to
receive Christ. We are not promised the same results here, but we are going to give it atry and see what God does. Just because it
worked in one city does not mean it will happen here. But, as | have surveyed our pastors, they feel we are responsible to share
Christ’s story with every person God sends to Horry County. So, that is what we are going to do.

Y ou may be asking, “What can | do to help?” We will need many volunteers every day as well as more money to help us
pay for this ministry. We need volunteersto help distribute gift bags with Bibles and a Testimony DVD, hold the free gas signs,
pump the gas, run the credit card, pray with people as that want to receive Christ, and to help follow up with them by phone. We
will begin each day with atime of training on how to share your testimony in three minutes. Thiswill be followed with atime of
prayer seeing God' s blessing as we share with His lost children.
