This process will 
enable us to clarify further our vision, create strategies and implement all that God calls us to ac-

complish.  I have created a Church Health Task Force that will lead us through this process so that 

the six functions of the church are all well represented (Worship, Evangelism and Missions, Disciple-
ship, Prayer, Ministry, and Fellowship).
