IMB suspends short-term
assignments, reduces new
appointments

Something tragic is happening in the

International Mission Board, the Southern
Baptists Mission sending agency. In response to reduced giving
during the current economic downturn, IMB trustees were forced
to suspend new appointments to the International Service Corps
and Masters programs at their May 19-20 meeting in Denver,
Colorado. The IMB also will reduce the number of new
appointments to its career, apprentice and associate programs.
New appointments will continue on a more selective basis,
involving the most strategic assignments.

Southern Baptist Convention President Johnny Hunt, who spoke
at the meeting, contended Southern Baptists will respond in this
crisis. “It is not acceptable in my heart that we can have
missionaries in the pipeline and need to tell them we can’t send
them,” he said. “I believe that the people of God will rise to the
occasion.” But he also noted: “We will have a significant reduction
(of missionary appointments) in 2010 ... unless Southern Baptists
respond.”

“Today, we have more candidates knocking on our door and
downloading our applications than ever before,” said Paul
Chitwood, IMB trustee chairman. “Yet on this day when God has
answered our prayers for workers for His harvest, lack of funding
has forced us to temporarily suspend categories for service.”
Trustees had tears in their eyes as they approved the
recommendations to suspend and reduce missionary sending.

It breaks my heart to think that the only thing standing between
people who want to share the Gospel with those who want to hear
the Gospel, is money. Times are tough, but let me encourage you
to start giving or keep giving generously so we can support our
missionaries!

This Sunday you will have the opportunity to meet Eric and Tricia
Mullis, two of my friends and your IMB missionaries. They will be
speaking in both services. Come prepared to be blessed and
challenged!
