Then he
thought, "I can at least put my lantern in my small
window," and with an effort he did so. The drowning
man was finally rescued. In recounting the story the
next day, he said, "I was going down in the
darkness for the last time when someone put a light
in a porthole. It was just enough light to shine on my
hand, and a sailor in the lifeboat saw me, grabbed
my hand and pulled me in."

God has called us to be faithful at the things we do.
We had a great group who were faithful this week in
working in Vacation Bible School. To Scott and
every worker, | want to say thank you for a job well
done. My prayer is that you have done as the man
in the story above: You have provided a light for
every boy and girl to be “rescued.” But Bible School
is not the end.
