Live the Witness- Evangelized

In the last two weeks my articles have focused on
what Live the Witness is and what it is not. This
week | want to consider how evangelism fits in to
the equation.

Remember, LTW is about building relationships
with the world. More specifically, it is about building relationships with those
who are lost (known as relational evangelism). It is about sharing time and
experiences with those who do not know Christ. What then do we do with
the great commission? Surely Christ wants us to share our faith and lead
others into relationship with him! May | suggest that building relationships
with the lost and sharing our faith with them do not have to be two separate
entities?

In LTW we listen to people and look for a way to serve them. It is an
overused expression, but its truth still rings true, “people don’t care what you
know, until they know that you care.” That often entails something few of us
are good at... listening. (of which I’'m the worst offender!) To make it even
more difficult, listen for a way to serve them.

When you share time and experiences with someone, you will begin
to open up to one another. Eventually you will have an opportunity to share
with them about your faith. You don’t press it on them or condemn them, you
just share with them the reason for your hope within. (Hey, that's Scripturall)
How long will it take to get to this point? Only God knows. It may be at your
introduction or it could be days, weeks or months! The main thing is to
always be looking for that opportunity and being prepared to speak truth into
their life in a respectful and appropriate way. Just for clarifications sake,
please note that there is a difference between just building relationships and
relationship evangelism. In relational evangelism we are always looking for
that opportunity to speak truth into someone’s life and seizing that moment
when it presents itself.

So what plan do | suggest using when you have the opportunity? |
think the most important thing is that in sharing with people you communicate
these three things:

1. God loves you.
2. He made a way for you to be in relationship with Him.
3. That way is Jesus.
