Glorifying God by developing fully devoted followers of
Jesus Christ motivated by a love for God and a love for others.




May is the time for our pastoral staff”s annual planning retreat. In preparing for this important planning time,
it is always helpful to review the basics. Through the years we have sought to define our mission with a sim-
ple statement: To glorify God by developing fully devoted followers of Jesus Christ, motivated by a love
for God and a love for others. This simple state ment encompasses both the Great Commission (Matthew
28:19-20) and the Great Commandment { Mathew 22: 35-40). It is the target that should drive and direct all of
our planning, programming and budgeting. As we have sought o refine this focus we have asked what a fully
devoted follower of Jesus Christ should look like. We have encapsulated the answer to that question with the
following simple diagram.
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Knowing, loving and obeying Christ is demonstrated
daily in all the aspects and relationships of our lives
{where the rubber of the wheel meets the road). We
sometimes refer o this as a KLO Christian { Knowing,
Loving and Obeying).

CONNECTING SHARING

In order for us to live out this full devotion to Jesus
Christ, we must first of all have new life in Jesus
Christ (2 Corinthians 5:17; Galatians 2:20) - this is
representad by the cross at the hub of the wheel,

Out of this new life in Jesus Christ, there are four key habits or commitments that help us move toward full
devotion (these are represented by the spokes of the wheel):

» Growing in Christ - A commitment to maturity (2 Peter 3:18; Colossians 1:28; Galatians 5:22-23)

» Conpecting to Christ’s body - A commitment to membership/community (Ephesians 2: 19; Hebrews 10:25)
«  Serving Christ - A commitment to ministry (1 Peter 4:10; | Corinthians 12:7)

« Sharing Christ - A commitment to mission (Matthew 28:19-20; Acts 1:8)

This diagram provides a great resource for Spirit-led personal evaluation. Am I truly in Jesus Christ? Can the
people who know me best see someone who daily demonsirates knowing, loving and obeying Christ in all as-

pects of my life? Am 1 growing in Christlikeness: serving Christ with my giftedness; connecting meaningfully
to Christ’s body: and sharing Christ with others?

Our prayer is that as a church family we will provide those opportunities and environments that best promote
movement towards full devotion to Jesus Christ in the lives of all of the people that God wants to impact
through us, It is a privilege to be on mission with you as we grow together as fully devoted followers of Jesus
Christ!
