What is an Acts 1:8 Church?

An Acts 1:8 Church is a church that 
intentionally is engaged in the Great 
Commission.  A church that has  committed 
itself to a personal missions involvement in 
its community, its state, its continent, and 
the world.



The Acts 1:8 Strategy

� Jerusalem represents the community or 
immediate area of your church’s location

� Judea represents our state or a broader area in 
proximity to your local church

� Samaria represents our North America

� The “Ends of the Earth” represents the rest of 
the world  



Why Does Your Church Need To Be 
An Acts 1:8 Church?

� To be obedient to God’s will and plan

� To get a greater understanding of the 
heart of God in reaching people

� To build a greater outward focus and 
not so much of an inward focus

� To become cross-cultural Christians , 
not just well-traveled Americans
