John Francis — John is a native of Monticello, Kentucky and is the 
Worship Specialist with the Missouri Baptist Convention, joining the 
staff in 2006. He has held music ministry positions with churches in 
Kentucky and Missouri where he was the Minister of Music at First 
Baptist Church, Troy, Mo. for six years before joining denominational 
work. John is also the Executive Director for the Missouri Music Men.
