Ms. FMU Guidelines

All Ms. FMU contestants must adhere to the following guidelines:

1. She must be a full-time student (registered for 12 hours or more) and be returning for the entire following academic year.

2. She must have attended Francis Marion University as a full-time student for at least one semester prior to the current semester.

3. She must have a cumulative grade point average of 2.5.
4. She must agree to represent FMU at various functions throughout her reign.  For example, assist with local high school recruitment, attend events in Florence as needed, and help with community service projects sponsored by Francis Marion University.
5. She must assist with New Student Orientation.

6. She must also choose a community service project that she will work on throughout her reign (such as work with the Manna House, volunteer with the Habitat for Humanity, etc.).  This project must be approved by the Office of Student Life.

7. Ms. FMU must return for the following year’s pageant to participate in the crowning of Ms. FMU 2009.

· The Ms. FMU Pageant will be held on Friday, March 28, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the McNair Auditorium. 

· Candidates MUST attend an overview meeting on Monday, March 17, 2008 at 3:00 p.m. in Smith University Center Room 218.
· Candidates must complete an interview of no less than ½ hour with the selection committee during the week prior to the pageant.  This will be scheduled during the overview meeting and will be during the following days: March 20-21, 2008.

· Candidates MUST attend rehearsals on all three dates:  Monday, March 24 from 5:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m., Wednesday, March 26 from 5:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m., and Thursday, March 27 from 5:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m. in the McNair Auditorium.
· Candidates MUST be present for any additional rehearsals in preparation for the opening number.

· During the pageant, candidates must participate in an opening number with other contestants, the Casual Wear event, the Formal Wear event, and the Crowning.  There will be a dress code for the opening number.  

· Ms. FMU will be selected based upon the interview, pageant performance, and overall bearing and ability to best represent Francis Marion University.  A committee of judges will determine who will be crowned Ms. FMU, as well as two runners-up.  Ms. Congeniality will also be selected.
